A volcano is a mountain that has lava (hot, liquid rock) coming out from a magma chamber under the ground, or that has had that in the past. Volcanoes are formed by the movement of tectonic plates. ... The materials include lava, steam, gaseous sulfur compounds, ash and broken rock pieces.

Introduce the game “Hot Lava”

Hot Lava is a game in which players pretend that the floor or ground is made of lava and thus must avoid touching the ground.





The problem solving required within the game is that when the floor turns to hot lava the children must find something to balance on - Large Community bricks provided





Stepping stones can be distributed for safety from lava 


Will they problem solve and balance together as the stepping stones are removed one by one.
